 Sun Safety  
 Now that the sun is shining, 
we now have to worry about our 
childrenôs skin.  Today skin cancer 
is considered an epidemic.  It is the 
most common form of cancer which 
is linked to sun exposure in youth.  It is PRE-
VENTABLE.  Melanoma, which is the worst kind 
of skin cancer accounts for more than three 
fourths of all skin cancer deaths.   

 What can you do? 

¶ Wear clothing that is close-knit and covers the 
arms, body, and legs 

¶ Wear a wide brimmed hat to cover the face 
and neck. 

¶ Use of sunscreen of at least sun pro-
tection factor (SPF) of 15. 

¶ Using lip balm with SPF of 15 or 
higher. 

¶ Wearing sun glasses that filter out 
100% of the ultraviolet A and B light. 

¶ Seek shade when possible and limit sun expo-
sure between 10:00am and 4:00pm. 

The Australians are far ahead us as they 
have television commercials that promote sun 
safety:  ñSLIP, SLOP, and SLAPò.  Slip in a 
shirt, slop on sunscreen, and slap on a hat. This 
should become routine just like brushing the 
teeth. Remember that sun damage is the num-
ber one source of wrinkles. 

 Buying a sun safe swim suit and clothes is 
a good idea.
